THE VENUE – IN-HOUSE VIDEO SYSTEM DESIGN 

GENERAL SPECIFICATION (correct @ 12th Sep 05)

In terms of visual capability the venue offers a great deal of flexibility for both corporate training and leisure/entertainment-based events.

Projection 
Two 2100 ansi-lumen (full XGA) data projectors provide the power to illuminate the 10' x 8' screens in all lighting conditions.   They are ceiling mounted in a ‘front projection’ position and have a maximum high resolution of 1024 x 768.

Production

A versatile live video-mixing suite enabling live video cameras, computer graphics, recorded video, DVD, song words, and information, to be mixed and projected, drives the projectors.   At the heart of this suite is a Panasonic MX50 4 channel video mixer packed with numerous facilities and effects.

The usual configuration is as follows:

Channel 1: Computer input.

Channel 2: Live Camera Input (rear of Venue position)

Channel 3: Switchable between live camera (mezzanine floor position), DVD (multiregion) & VHS video.

Channel 4: Switchable between live camera (rear stage position), DVD (multiregion) & VHS Video. 

The above channels can be switched between with the use of a ‘straight cut’ a mix or a wipe pattern.

Audio

The stereo audio output of the video-mixing console is connected to the main ‘house’ sound system although overall level control can be operated from the video mixer.

Flexibility

There is an input option to run a laptop/desktop computer from the stage area.  When sending a video (SVGA) signal, the computer at this position automatically takes priority by the use of an automatic sensor.  

Internet

The video system main computer is also linked to the Internet via 2mb broadband connection.

Cameras

The 3 in house cameras are adequate to display a basic quality picture on the screens however in events where the quality of these images is paramount it is suggested that a (or several) higher quality cameras are used.  Any camera with either composite or S-video output can be accommodated.  The house cameras are domestic high end bit still pretty basic, however we can arrange for a higher quality camera to be available usually deployed in the main camera position at the rear of the hall.

Cordless

There is a ‘gyro mouse’ available however it is unadvisable to use this during a presentation unless you are very familiar with the use of these – they take practice.

There is also a laser pointer available at a nominal charge.
